Paul points out to the Corinthians that through the
sharing of the cup and the bre&king of the bread, they
are all one in Christ Jesus.

Gospel: John 6:5358

After Jesus feeds the five thousand people with barley
loaves and fishes, he tries to make them understand
the significance and the meaning of what he has done.
He tells them, in mysterious and beautiful words, that
the bread he gives is his flesh and says, “I myself am
the living bread... If anyone eats this bread, he shall
live forever.”
